An emplovee who
jomed Skll Team at the age of 55 on a five-vear contract would work for 58% of huis time, over the full
period, for 88% of his last IBM salary. The company offered services to IBM, thus allowing 1t to retain
access to some of the mtellectual capital it would otherwase have lost. In other words, the best way to
tempt the old to go on working may be to build on such “bridge’ jobs: part-time or temporary employment
that creates a more gradual transition from full-ttme work to retirement

If the job market grows mere flexible, the old may find more jobs that suit them: Often. they wall be self-
emploved. Sometimes, they may start therr own busmesses: a study by Dawvid Storey of Warwick
University found that in Britain 70% of businesses started by people over 55 survived, compared with an
overall national average of only 19% But whatever pattern of emplovment thev choose, m the coming
vears the skills of these “grev workers™ will have to be increasingly acknowledzed and rewarded.

If the Renaissance gave the Western world its lynic self-consciousness and the Enlightenment codified

its rational subject, then it was the nise of the novel i 18th and 19th century Britain that offered
modernity its narrative infrastructure.

Mell Flanders (1722). and Tom Jones (1749) share 15
not style or philosophy, but a claim to vensimilitude—a representation of life rendered ordinary
enough to be believable, yet extraordimary enough to be worth reading In other words, they
functioned as engines of bourgeoss identification. inviting readers to project. reflect. and correct
themselves through the drama of fictional others. This burgeoming realism comncided wath the
consolidation of what Benedict Anderson later called “mmagined communities™ the sense of national
belongmmg constructed, in part. by reading the same stonies. [3] In this sense_ the nise of the novel was
as much a sociological phenomenon as a literary one.

By the time of Austen and Scott. and later Dickens_ the novel had not only grown 1n scope but become
mstitutionalized—as Iiterary crific Tan Watt famously argued. 1t had assumed the role of the “secular
epic.” reconfiguring heroism 1nto the everyday life. In Austen’s Emma (18153), psychological interiority
replaces divine fate; in Bleak House (1853). social systems replace chivalnic quests. The plot becomes
not 2 path to transcendence but a means of navigating domestic, legal, and economic entanglements.
