Just as a speck of dust can trigger vapor condensation into liquid, a
minor fluctuation in traffic density can cause synchronized traffic: all lanes slowing abruptly and moving
at the same speed, making passing impossible.

Helhing and Kemer's view of traffic as a complex interacting system challenges conventional solutions
like setting maximum highway capacity. They argue 1t"s not enough to simply limit vehicle numbers;
instead. vehicle entry onto highways may need to be timed to match temporary drops in density. This
could smooth fluctuations that lead to congestion.

They propose a more radical. long-term idea: directly regulating vehicle speed and spacing through
central computers and sensors hinked to each car’s engine and brakes. By coordinating vehicles in real
time, such a system could prevent the spontaneous breakdowns that plague current lnghways.

As global temperatures continue to warm_ additional sea level rise 1s mevitable. How much and by when

depends mostly on the future rate of greenhouse gas emissions. But another source of uncertainty 15
whether big ice sheets in Antarctica and Greenland will melt in a steady, predictable way as the Earth gets
warmer, or whether they will reach a tipping point and rapidly collapse.

Every four or five years. the National Oceanic and Atmosphenic Admimistration (NOAA) leads an
mteragency task force that reviews the latest research on sea level rise and issues a report on likelyv— and
‘unlikely but plausible™ —amounts of future sea level rise for different greenhouse gas and global
warming pathways. In the 2022 report, the task force concluded that even on the pathnvay with the lowest
possible greenhouse gas emissions and warming (1.5 degrees C), global mean sea level would rise at least
0.3 meters (1 foot) above 2000 levels by 2100. On a pathway with very high rates of emissions that
trigger rapid ice sheet collapse, sea level could be as much as 2 meters (6.6 feet) higher 1 2100 than it
was in 2000.

One piece of good news: the task force concluded that an extreme possibility (8.2 feet above 2000
levels by 2100) that they couldn’t rule out at the time of their 2017 report appears to be less likely based
on the latest science.

If Victorian fiction i1s often accused of bemng obsessed with drawing rooms, parlors. and hearths, 1t 15 not

In novels such as Charlotte Bromt&'s Jane Eyre (1847), Anne Bronté's The Tenant of
Wildfell Hall (1848), and Elizabeth Gaskell’s North and South (185455}, we find heroines who mutially
appear to conform to such ideals but ultimately challenge them Jane’s refusal to become Rochester’s
nustress, Helen Huntingdon's escape from an abusive marnage, and Margaret Hale's moral confrontation
with industrial capitalism are all examples of women who resist the confinement of domestic virtue by
reasserting moral agency within—and often agamnst—the household.
