PASSAGE 1:

Mass transportation transformed the social and economic fabric of the American city in three
fundamental ways. It catalyzed physical expansion, sorted people and land uses, and accelerated
the inherent instability of wrban life. By opening vast areas of unoccupied land for residential
expanszion, the omnibuses, horse railways, commuter trains, and electric trolleys pulled settled
regions outward to distances two to four times greater than those in the premodern era. In 1850,
for example, the borders of Boston lay scarcely two milez from the old business district; by the turn
of the century, the radins extended ten miles. Now, those who could afford it could live far from the
old city center and still commute there for work, zhopping, and entertzinment. The new
accessibility of land around the periphery of almost every major city sparked an explosion of real
estate development and fueled what we now know as wrban sprawl. Between 1820 and 1920, for
example, some 250,000 new residential lots were recorded within the borders of Chicago, most of
which were located in outlying areas. Over the same period, another 550,000 were plotted outside
the city limits but within the metropolitan area. Anxious to take advantage of commuting
opportunities, real estate developers added 800,000 potential building sites to the Chicago region in
just thirty vears—areas that could have housed five to six million people.

Of course, many were never occupied; there was always a huge surplus of subdivided but
vacant land around Chicago and other cities. These excesses underscore a feature of residential
expanszion related to the growth of mass transportation: urban sprawl was essentislly unplanned. It
was carried out by thonsands of small investors who paid little heed to coordinated land nse or to
future land users. Those who purchased and prepared land for rezidential purposes—particularly
land near or outside city borders where transit lines and middle-class inhabitants were
anticipated—did 50 to create demand as much as to respond to it. Chicago is a prime example of
this process. Real estate subdivision there proceeded much faster than population growth.

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PASSAGE 3:

American Romanticism was a cultural, literary, and philosophical movement in the United States
that emerged in the early 19th century and remained inflnential ontil the outbreak of the Civil
War. It is associated with the broader European Romantic movement that began in the late 18th
century, particularly in Britain and Germany. [1] However, the American context shaped
Romanticism in distinetive ways. Developing in a rapidly expanding nation, American
BEomanticism emphasized individualism, emotion, and a deep reverence for the matural world.
These ideas were often presented in contrast to the Enlightenment ideals of reason, order, and
classical restraint that had previously dominated intellectual thonght.

In many respects, American Fomanticism diverged from its European counterpart. While
European Romanticizm often drew upon medievalism, aristocratic traditions, and historical continuity,
the American version was influenced by the frontier spirit and the democratic ethos of a young and
growing nation. Writers such as Ralph Waldo Emerson and Henry David Thoreau articnlated a vision
of seli-reliance, personal intnition, and spiritual communion with nature through a movement kmown as
Transcendentalism. [2] Their works, including Emerson’s Nature and Thoreau’s Walden, proposzed
that truth and moral understanding were found not through institntional anthority, but through direct
engagement with the namural world and introspective thought.

Parallel to these optimistic and philosophical tendencies was a darker strain of American
Romanticism, one that explored the complexities and contradictions of the human experience.
Authors such as Edgar Allan Poe, Nathaniel Hawthorne, and Herman Melville delved into themes
of sin, guilt, madness. and the limits of kmowledge. [1] Poe’s tales of horror and the macabre,
Hawthorne’s allegories rooted in the Puritan past, and Melville’s epic Moby-Dick reflect a concern
with the darker recesses of the human soul and the ambiguous natare of morality. These writers
often emploved symbolism, gothic elements, and psychological depth to guestion human motives
and explore the boundaries of rational thought.

As with the term “Englich Renaizsance.” the designation “American Romanticism™ is a modern
scholarly construction. Though some critics argue that the term is too broad or imprecise to
capture the diversity of the period, it remains & nseful framework for understanding a major phase
in American cultural and hterary development. [4] The works of this era helped define a distinetly
American voice and laid the groundwork for much of the nation™s subsequent artistic and
intellectual life.
