PASSAGE 1:

Overland transport in the United States was siill exiremely primitive in 1790. Roads were few and short,
usually extending from inland communities to the nearest river town or seaport. Nearly all interstate
commerce was carried out by sailing ships that served the bays and harbors of the seaboard. Yet, in 1790,
the naton was on the threshold of a new era of road development. Unable to finance road construction,
states mrned for help to private companies, organized by merchants and land speculators who had a
personal interest in improved communications with the interior. The pioneer in this move was
Pennsylvania, which chartered a company in 1792 to construct a urnpike—a read for the nse of which a
toll. or payment, was collected—from Philadelphia to Lancaster. The legislature gave the company the
authority to erect tollgates at points along the road where payment would be collected, though it carefully
regulated the rates. At this time, the states had unguestioned authority to regulate private business.

The company built a gravel road within two vears, and the success of the Lancaster Pike
encouraged imitation. Northern states generally relied on private companies to build their toll roads,
but Virginia constructed a network at public expense. Such was the road-building fever that by
1810, New York alone had some 1,500 miles of turnpikes extending from the Atlantic to Lake Erie.

Transportation on these early mrnpikes consisted of freight-carrier wagons and passenger
stagecoaches. The most common road freight carrier was the Conestoga wagon, a vehicle
developed in the mid-eighteenth century by German immigrants in the area around Lancaster,
Pennsylvania. It featured large, broad wheels able to negotiate all but the deepest ruts and holes,
and itz round bottom prevented the freight from shifting while on a hill. Covered with canvas and
drawn by four to six horses, the Conestoga wagon rivaled the log eabin as the primary symbol of
the frontier. Passengers traveled in a variety of stagecoaches, the mest common of which had four
benches, each holding three people. It was eszentially a platform on wheels, with no springs:
slender poles held up the top, and leather curtains kept out dust and rain.

Afghan literature, shaped by centuries of oral and written waditons, reflects the complex interplay

serving as a testament to Afchanistan’s multiethnic makeup, Strongly influenced by Persian literary
traditions, Islamic mysticism, and regional storvtelling practices, Afghan literature has historically

Poetry is perhaps the most revered literary form in Afghan culture. From early classical poets like
Rahi'a Ballhi, one of the first kmown female poets in Persian literamare, to Khushal Khan Khattak, a
warrior-poet and intellectnal of the Pashton traditon, Afghan poetry has served to articulate both
personal longing and collective resistance. [2] In the modern era, poets such as Khalilullah Khalili and
Parween Pazhwak have continned this legacy, infusing traditional forms like the ghazal and robai with
new themes—ranging from exile and loss to hope and euliwral revival. Poetry continues to be recited in
social gatherings, radio broadeasts, and even political events, reinforcing its enduring place in public hfe.

In contrast, Afchan prose fiction, especially the novel, is a relatively recent development.
Historically overshadowed by poetry, prose began to flourish during the 10th century as Afghan
inteliectuals engaged with modernist and realist movements from abroad. The rise of printing and
tranzlation contributed to thiz evelution. though ongoing conflict often disrupted literary
production. [3] In the late 20th and early 21st centuries, the Afghan diaspora played a crucial role
in expanding the scope of national literature. Writers such as Atiq Rahimi, writing in French, and
Ehaled Hosseini, writing in English, have achieved international acclaim, bringing Afghan
narratives of displacement, survival, and moral ambiguity to a global audience.

Afghan literatare is deeply intertwined with politics, identity, and gender. The collapse of regimes,
foreign interventions, and the rise of fundamentalism have left indelible marks on fts themes and tone.
Women writers, often working under conditions of surveillance or exile, have nsed fiction and memoir
to contest silence and assert agency. Figures such as Homeira QQaderi and Nadia Hashimi exemplify
this new generation, articulating perspectives that challenge traditional gender roles while preserving
cultural specificity.
