PASSAGE I:
If food iz allowed to stand for some time, it putrefies. When the putrefied material is examined
microscopically, it is found to be teeming with bacteria. Where do these bacteria come from, since
they are not seen in fresh food? Until the mid-nineteenth century, many people believed that such
microorganisms originated by spontaneous gemeration—a hypothetical process by which living
organisms develop from nonliving matter.

The most powerful opponent of the theory of spontaneous generation was the French chemist and
microbiologist Lonis Pasteur {(1822-1895), Pasteur showed that structures present in air closely
resemble the microorganizsms seen in putrefving materials. He did this by passing air through
cuncotton filters, the fibers of which stop solid particles. After the guncotton was dissolved in a
mixture of alcohol and ether, the particles that it had trapped fell to the bottom of the liquid and were
examined on a microscope slide. Pastenr found that in ordinary air, there exists a variety of solid
structures ranging in size from 0.01 mm to more than 1.0 mm. Many of these bodies rezembled the
reproductive struciures of common molds, single-celled animals, and various other microbial cells. As
many as 20 to 30 of them were found in fifreen liters of ordinary air, and they could not be
distinguished from the organizms found in much larger nombers in putrefying materials.,

Pasteur concluded that the organisms found in putrefving materialz originated from the
organized bodies present in the air. He peostulated that these bodies are constantly being deposited
on all objects. Pasteur showed that if a nuotrient solution was sealed in a glass flask and heated to
boiling to destroyv all the living organisms contaminating it, it never putrefied. The proponents of
spontaneous generation declared that fresh air was necessary for spontaneous generation and that
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the air inside the sealed flask was affected in some way by heating. so that it would no
longer support spontaneous generation. Pastenr construocted a swan-necked flask in which
putrefving materials could be heated to boiling. but zir counld reenter. The bends in the
neck prevented microorganisms from entering the flask. Material sterilized in such a flask did not
putrefy,

You can drop cigarettes, avoid pollution, but there’s one toxin you just can’t dodge: oxygen. With
every gulp of air, oxygen gives vou life. Some of it, however, gets converted inside vour cells into a
radical molecule that can wreak havoe, degrading those same cells and others. A growing number
of seientists say this damage is what capses aging. They also think they may one day be able to fend
off oxygen’s ill effects and help us live a lot longer.
Scientists have long known that oxyegen iz capricious. As molecules go, it gets around, reacting
with all kinds of things. Moestly, that's good. Oxygen combines with fats and carbohydrates, in a
part of cells known as the mitochondrion, to. churn out the energy that gets yon through the day.
But the conversion isn’t perfect. A small amonnt of oxygen is regenerated in a nasty form called a
free radical, or oxidant — the very critter that causes metal to rust. The oxidants careen about.
bhinding to and disrupting the membranes, proteins, DNA and other cell structures that make vour
body work. Over time, this damage adds up, and the result just might be an older, frailer you.
According to one estimate, oxidants bombard the DNA inside every one of our cells roughly

10,000 times a day. Thankfully, most of the assailants are intercepted by a small army of
antioxidant chemicals. Proteins also patch wp the damage cansed by the radicals that do get
throngh. “The hounse is always getting dirty, and we're always trying to clean it up.” remarks John
Camey, chief technical officer at Centaur Pharmacenticals in Sunnyvale, Calif, which is developing
drugs to fight various diseases of aging.

The Enlichtenment was a powerful intellectual and cultural movement that dominated the world
of ideas in Europe during the 18th century, often referred to as the “Age of Reason.™ Building
directly upon the foundations laid by the Scientific Eevolntion. it extended the principles of
ohservation, logic, and critical inguiry from the natural world to human scciety, politics, and
ethics.

His famous adage, 1 disapprove of what vou say, but I will defend to the
death your right te say it,” encapsulates the era’s commitment to intefllectual freedom. The
Enlightenment also saw the emergence of new economic theories, notably Adam Smith’s The Wealth
of Nations (1776), which introduced the concept of the “invizible hand™ and laid the groundwork for
modern capitalism. [3] These ideas were disseminated through a burgeoning print culture, including
newspapers, pamphlets, and the monumental Encyclopédie, edited by Denis Diderot and Jean le
Rond d'Alembert. which aimed to compile all human knowledge.
